Auditions will be held at the studios of Noosa Professional 
Dance Academy, Unit 1/15 Lionel Donovan Drive, Noosaville 
- Saturday 27th March, 2010, commencing from 10 am, 
with finals taking place Sunday 28th March, 2010.
Audition process will involve candidates taking a 45 minute 
class with ballet master John Vye, before an adjudication 
panel of diverse industry professionals.
Finalists will be asked to return Sunday 28th March, 2010 
with a similar process (45 minute class) taking place to 
select the 12 scholarship winners.
Students will audition in groups of 15 to 20 dancers.

Candidates must be at least 14 years of age (as at 19/06/10) 
and must be dedicated, focused and passionate.
Candidates must have reached the grade of Intermediate 
(and no higher than Pre-Professional) in ballet training.
Dancers should wear flat ballet shoes, but bring pointe 
shoes. Also bring handtowel and large bottle of fresh water.
An audition fee of $15 per dancer applies, and payment 
(cheque, postal order or credit card details), must 
accompany your completed application form.
